O n August 23, the BRLT and its 

River~Link partners will hold a 

òbranch cuttingó ceremony for a new trail-

head and kiosk at the BRLT-owned 

Church property on McKay Road. The 

Church property, acquired in 2006 with  

Land for Maineõs Future dollars, adjoins 

Edgecombõs Schmid Preserve to the 

north. The River~Link project is a re-

gional collaboration that will provide a 

trail and wildlife corridor from Boothbay 

to Whitefield.   

     After several years of clarifying 

boundaries and rights-of-way, the BRLT is 

pleased to announce the opening of an-

other  multi-use trail this fall. The 134-

acre òPine Treeó property, near the 

Meadow Brook headwaters north of Lob-

ster Cove Meadow, was generously do-

nated by Sally Jeffords Radcliffe on behalf 

of the Pine Tree Conservation Society.   

I n the March newsletter, we reported 

that the capital campaign to preserve 

21 acres abutting the Land Trustõs four-

acre Tibbetts Pond on the Van Horn 

Road at Ocean Point was at a critical 

juncture. After reading about the project, 

Louise Bowditch contacted the BRLT to 

offer a $25,000 chal-

lenge gift and her 

enthusiastic support 

for the project.     

     In May, Tibbetts 

Pond neighbor and 

campaign committee 

member Peter Pana-

gore led 25 people 

on a hike of the land 

to be preserved. Joining the hike was 

Linda Burley, who in 2006 honored her 

parentõs wishes by donating 42 acres to 

the Land Trust, greatly expanding the 

nearby Linekin Preserve.   

     Currently, the BRLT leadership, vol-

unteers and staff are actively working 

with the landowners and donors to meet 

the challenge gift and a critical project 

deadline on July 10. Thank you to all 

who have helped so far. Every gift and 

pledge, along with word-of-mouth, can 

make this project a reality.
